Admission Policy

We admit girls who have a desire and capacity to benefit from a boarding school education. Each year the Board of Management decide the number of incoming students for whom the school can provide.   Any queries arising from the admission policy may be addressed to the Board of Management/Manager.

An open Evening is held in both day school and boarding school towards the end of November each year for prospective pupils and their parents. Application forms are available on that day.

On receipt of a completed application form, accompanied by a report from the pupil’s previous school, an interview is arranged.

Successful applicants are requested to reserve their place by paying a fixed part of the fee as a non- refundable deposit.  The remainder of the fee is paid in two instalments in September and January.

Since the demand for places in the Boarding School is high and the number of places is limited, places will be allocated in the following order

             1 Sisters of present or past boarders

             2 Daughters of past boarders or teachers in the school

             3 First Year applicants on a ‘first come first served’ basis

             4 Other applicants on a first come first served basis

An information evening will be held in the Secondary School in April/May for parents of all incoming First years, boarders and day pupils.

The Management of the boarding school welcomes our new pupils and will do their best to ensure that their time spent with us is happy and successful.

Current pupils reserve their places for the following year by filling in a Reservation Form  and paying a non refundable deposit in February, which is part of the fee for the coming year, this must be paid by May 1st and the remainder to be paid in two instalments in September and January.
