Code of Behaviour  

The Presentation ethos requires that courtesy respect and good manners are shown at all times to both staff and fellow students, respecting the dignity and rights of all. Any form of bullying will not be tolerated; we believe that students have the right to learn in a supportive, caring and safe environment. 

 For their safety and protection boarders may not leave the School precincts except with permission of the Manager.

Students are only allowed home during the week on receipt of a written request from parent or guardian, and then only when strictly necessary.

Visits to the homes of other students is only allowed with the written agreement of both sets of parents/guardians involved.
All boarders travelling by train are obliged to avail of the transport arranged for them by the Boarding School on Sunday and Friday evenings.

 As a matter of health and safety the use or possession of banned substances or prohibited drugs is strictly forbidden. Any breach of this rule will incur suspension and possible expulsion. Smoking is strictly forbidden and will incur severe sanctions.

No visitors or phone calls are allowed during study hours except in an emergency. 

Phone calls and use of mobile phones are confined to recreation times -3.45 -4.30 p.m.; 6.30 -7.0 p.m.; 9.00-9.30 p.m.

Grounds on which the Boarding School may refuse to accept a student  are as follows 
 1. Applications from students from abroad will be considered only if such students have immediate family living in the country, who are willing and able to take responsibility for them at weekends and in any unavoidable unexpected and unplanned situations which may arise during the school year.
2. If the offer of a place would give rise to significant expenditure e.g employing additional staff, extending or altering the accommodation or facilities in the boarding school.

3. If it would be seriously detrimental to the safety and educational well being of the students attending the school.
4.  If it would be seriously detrimental to the order and discipline of the school.
